
FUNDING BY LOAN/GRANT DOLLARS
1. Loan to Grant dollars is almost dollar for dollar.
2. The Departmebnt of Water Resources rule is that in order to obtain 75% grant dollars the project must be tied to growth.
3. Operations and maintenance along with replacement must be funded by the system.
4. Rural Development Grant dollars are base on average income of the project area.
5. North Prairie system has grown by 45% since 2010.
